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While | hate beating a dead horse or
reprinting redundant information, | do
feel that it is important to keep interested
patrollers informed about potential
changes being made to our organization.
When divisions were given the freedom
to determine their own organizational
structures, The Eastern Division
appointed a nine-member Transition
Team to study issues of governance and
program delivery. After meeting several
times over a period of one year, a series
of recommendations was developed.
This list was refined as it was reviewed
and outside opinions were heard. The
work of this committee culminated in a
major presentation to the Eastern
Division at the Spring Officers Meeting.
At this meeting, these suggestions were
reviewed, refined, and overwhelmingly
approved.

Here is a list of these proposed changes
along with my comments in italics

concerning the potential impact of these
changes or the rationale for the changes:

1. There will be no changes to the
current Eastern Division geographical
boundaries. While some people thought
that the Eastern Division should be
divided into three or even four smaller
divisions, no obvious benefit could be
identified.

2. The region determines individual
region and sub-region structure. The
section chiefs would no longer be
voting members at division meetings.
Regions are free to appoint or elect
as many section chiefs or Assistant
Regional Directors as they choose.

3. Individual patrollers within that
region will elect regional Directors.
Recent surveys show that the average
patroller tends to feel somewhat
disenfranchised, since he plays only a
small role, if any, in choosing his
leaders.

4. The Region Directors will serve as
the Division Board of Directors.

5. The Board of Directors can elect
up to four parliamentary officers:
Division Director, Vice Chairman,
Secretary, and Treasurer.

6. Board of Directors will meet at
least twice a year, but may meet more
frequently.

7. The Division Director is
responsible for overseeing the day-to-
day operations of the division.

8. Either a sitting board member or
another active patroller can be the
Division Director.

12. The board will appoint standing
committees for liaison with Program
Supervisors.

13. Division Program Supervisors will
appoint program staff.

Recommendations 4-13 will have

significant impact on our organization.

RDs will have more administrative
responsibility serving on the division
board but less program-delivery
responsibility. Program delivery will

essentially become a division function. It

is believed that this could produce
greater continuity and consistency in
programs throughout the division.

Additionally, the division voting officers

will be reduced from the current
cumbersome 54 to a manageable 15
member Board of Directors.

Representatives, it is resolved that
the Implementation Committee shall
develop a proposal which would
maintain for the Section Chiefs and
Assistant Regional Representatives
some influence in the decision
making process at the division level.

These recommendations will now be
turned over to the Implementation
Committee to study them for their
impact on Governance, By-Laws,
and Finance. Hopefully, the
Implementation Committee can bring
a finalized version in for voting
members to review by the April 2004
Spring Officers Meeting. In order for
this process to be successful, it is
incumbent upon all patrollers to read,
discuss and respond to reports
provided by these committees. These
reports can be seen in more detail on
the Eastern Division website as they
are issued.

A Ski Patroller’s Dream

“Patrol 80 to base."

These familiar words will no longer
flow through the airwaves of the Elk
Mountain Ski Patrol. Ed Neureuter, a
dedicated patroller for almost 30 years
passed away on April 9, 2003. He
suffered a fatal heart attack just a few
days after returning home from his
dream vacation: skiing in Vail. Ed,
only 55 years old, was the epitome of a
ski patroller. He served as an OEC
instructor, CPR and AED instructor,
senior candidate advisor, night hill
captain, and most of all an ambassador
and friend for the EIk Mountain Ski
Patrol family.

Ed had recently retired as a high school

biology teacher. His natural abilities to
communicate and teach served him
through his life. Last fall, Ed was able
to hunt big game out West. Within the
past year, he entered into a wonderful
marriage to his wife, Barbara. The
smile on his face was much larger and
gleam in his eye was much brighter.
Whether he was helping a new
patroller learn the operating procedures
for the patrol, working with Senior
EMM candidate master OEC skills and
problem management, or grilling
venison dinner for his night crew, Ed
Neureuter lived and breathed for the
Elk Mountain Ski Patrol.

Life is not always fair. The patrol
received notice of his National

Appointment a few days before he
passed away. What a pity that
someone who would have been so
proud of this honor was never able to
physically receive it. If one believes

| Came Here to Make Sure My Boys Get a Fair Deal

Several years ago, a few Whitetail top
patrollers failed to make a passing
grade on a Senior OEC evaluation.
Bob Small tutored these patrollers and
was bewildered by their performance.
Later, Bob accompanied those same
patrollers to another evaluation.

“No,” said
Bob in a stern and to-the-point voice,

That’s the kind of man Bob Small was.
For over 25 years, the patrol was his
extended family and he took pride in
raising “his boys” right. Small was the
consummate patroller, climbing the
ladder from basic patroller and

inspired this patrol from the very
beginning to be the best in the region.
Bob’s ski patrolling ended earlier this
summer when he lost his battle with
cancer.

Bob could hardly be labeled politically
correct. Not to say that he was a
renegade or anything like that, but the
burly man with the full beard always
spoke his mind. He had a knack of
telling it like it was and still had the
ability to make you laugh, even in the
worst of times.

If you ever ski Whitetail, think of Bob
Small sitting outside the patrol
building after opening the mountain
saying “This is why | love it here. |

hope heaven is like this.”

He earned his national number while
being a member of the Liberty patrol.
In 1991, he joined Whitetail and
volunteered to help the new guys.
Bob loved mountains.

“He is the reason that I’m a patroller,”
said Whitetail pro patroller Doug
Rice. “He taught me everything |
know and he did the same for the
majority of the guys who were around
back then.”

“Bob was one of my closest friends,”
said Whitetail patroller Wayne
Eckelmann holding back tears as he
spoke at their spring awards banquet.

AVALANCHE PROGRAMS 2002-2003
Rich Hartman - Regional Avalanche Education Director

It was one of those single digit
days in early March, more like
deep winter than early spring and
we were heading to the top of
Whiteface. The higher the lift
climbed, the windier and colder
the day became. The Whiteface
patrollers I was riding with were
silent as our frosted breath
became icicles on bearded faces.
I hunkered down behind my
backpack full of avalanche
educational papers thankful that
this first day of the Eastern
division Level Il Avalanche
course would be held inside. It
would be the first of four days
with these guys and | hoped
they'd get more chatty when they
warmed up.

Whiteface Ski Area had asked to
have this course here. The in-
bounds area is immediately
adjacent to five slide paths that
are technically out of bounds but
easily accessed by one of the
upper lifts of the mountain. It's a
situation that exists at numerous
western ski areas but is unique in
the East. Mountain management
and the patrol wanted to develop
the expertise to determine the
relative safety of the out of
bounds areas.

Enter Roger Damon from the
Mount Washington Patrol. Col.
Damon is legendary for his
avalanche courses in the
Presidential range and would be
the instructor of record for the
event on Whiteface Mountain. Of
course he couldn't handle this

volume of students alone and had
ask most of the Eastern Pa
regional staff to join him in this
endeavor. Phil Galka, Rick
Shandler, Scott Campbell and
myself all eagerly said yes. We
were part of a group of 10
instructors who would spend 12
hours a day trying to pump all of
our accumulated avalanche
knowledge into a very eager
group of determined students.
Then we'd take them out on the
mountain and show them the
practical side of things. And
along the way we might even
make some new friends and learn
a thing or two ourselves.

That's just about how things went.
Things warmed up enough to give
up snow three of four nights and
there turned out to be plenty of
free time to go out on the
mountain and play a bit, and let
me tell you these guys at
Whiteface do know how to play.
It seems quite a few of them
spend their summers cutting
narrow paths through the trees on
the steepest slopes and then get to
name them.

The final exam was held Sunday
and the group took it very
seriously. That event was held
near the bottom of the slide paths
in what could have been a serious
terrain trap so this gave the whole
exercise a very realistic tone. The
group did an A+ job.

Whiteface has asked to have the
Level Il course held there in the

future and Eastern Div has said
yes. So, all of you folks who
were avoiding continuing your
avalanche education because of
the long rigorous hike and camp-
outs in Tuckerman's Ravine no
longer have an excuse.

Now the only way you can take
the Level Il course is to take the
prerequisite and that is where the
regional avalanche course comes
in. This course is held once a
year and is taught by many of the
same educational staff that
teaches the Level 1. We call it
Avalanche Fundamentals and
Rescue. Last year the course was
held at Roundtop in the western
part of the region. Roundtop was
an excellent host with two runs
that exceed 35 degrees. The day
before class there was a small
slide on Gunbarrel on the short
40-degree section and the crown
was still clearly visible. Next
year's course will be held at Blue
Mountain on Feb 7. The
instructor of record will be Phil
Galka. So please send all of those
applications in early and post date
your checks to January 2004 so
our treasurer doesn't have trouble
cashing them. You all know Phil
as he has been serving Eastern Pa.
region as our secretary. He needs
to act as Instructor of Record to
complete his requirements to
become a full Avy Il instructor.

The award definition of a serious
injury is an injury requiring
physician care over a long period of
time, surgery, extended rehabilitation
and/or lost work time.

It is further described as an injury
that prevented the member from
returning to their normal patrolling
duties for the balance of the ski
season. This is the major requirement
for the nomination process and yes,
the last day of the season does count.

Hope you agree this is an award you
really do not want to work for and
we should just be glad that someone
thought enough to remember those

who have abused their body in the
line of duty by creating this national
award.

Take care and we all hope no one has
to submit this award nomination
under your name. If the occasion
does arise, please accept this award
in good sprits, as the award
presentation sometimes can be fun
for those in attendance.

Certified Program

Brant Maley - Certified Program Advisor

What is the Certified Program?

I am glad you asked. The certified
program has 12 components that fall
under a number of sections.

The ski exam is held on some of the
most challenging terrain in the division
with the following components: groomed
ski, steep ski, crud ski, mogul ski,
equipment carry, sideslip and snow plow.

After the ski exam, the next step is the
lift evacuation portion.

The next step is the first-aid exam, which
is a written test, intense practical
problems and a bystander problem. The
bystander problem is a practical first-aid
problem where the patroller has an
untrained bystander to help render care to

the injured person.

Once finished with first aid you have a
management interview. The
management interviews the candidate
interviews for a patrol director position at
the area that is hosting the exam.

The next phase is an on-snow hill safety
interview. During the hill safety
interview, you will be asked questions
about lift operations, snowmaking,
grooming, incident investigations, and
just about any question regarding skier
safety.

The mountaineering section requires the
candidate to exhibit a proficiency in basis
knot tying and develop a haul system
with ropes and rigging to move a Stokes
basket up an embankment.

Just when you think you are done, you

have to take a written avalanche test and
perform a beacon search.

The test is not easy in any sense of the
word, but it is very informative and
rewarding. If you have the desire to
improve your patroller skills and want a
physical and mental challenge, the
certified program is for you.

How do you get involved? | have a few
suggestions: attend the Introduction to
the Certified Program, which is held at
Ski Windham during the Patroller
School; observe an exam (watch the ski
exam, ride in toboggans, and help out by
laying in the snow and play the part of a
patient); and most importantly, talk to a
certified patroller, ask questions and find
out what is involved.

Don't Think About Safety
Jim Policelli - Regional Safety Advisor

Don't think about safety?

Ridiculous, you may say. And not at all
surprising. So how does that statement
fit with others I've made to skiers for
years, like "you've got to take
responsibility for your own personal
safety?"

To be sure, as a Safety, Health and
Environmental Engineer in heavy
industry, | was careful not to voice this
concept within earshot of the old guard
of SHE professionals. They preached
with religious zeal the need to be
consciously thinking of safety every
minute. But conscious thinking does not
get us to our highest potential for
knowledge and the level of safety that
results from it.

Knowledge can be broken down into
four basic levels:

- Unconscious incompetence,
- Conscious incompetence,

- Conscious competence, and

- Unconscious competence.

Unconscious incompetence, or level
one, is the state of not knowing that you
don't know the requisite information. If
challenged by a patroller for unsafe
behavior, a skier/snowboarder at this
level may respond with, "didn't know I
wasn't supposed to stop in the middle of
atrail.” He didn't know that he didn't
know a basic safety rule.

Conscious incompetence, or level two,
is the state of knowing that you don't
know the requisite information. A
person can rise from level one to level
two in generally one of two ways: first,
by suffering an accident (the school of
hard knocks), or second, by learning
from the experience of others such as the
information the patroller, above, gave
him. If he senses, "Wow! There's a lot |
don't know about this sport," he has risen
to level two.

Conscious competence, or level three, is
the state of knowing that you know the
requisite information. A person can rise
to level three through study, learning and

experience. At this point, he can ski with
a good level of personal safety as long as
he constantly thinks about what he
should and should not be doing. In short,
he has the knowledge; he needs the
practice.

Unconscious competence, or level four,
is the state of implementing the requisite
information not by thinking about it, but
by habit. And there's the key word habit.
Memorizing rules and implementing
them when we think about them does not
enhance safety. It comes from doing the
right things naturally, by habit, even if
we happen not to be consciously thinking
about it.

This philosophy, as opposed to that of
some of my earlier SHE colleagues, is to
get people to break out of level three and
go to level four. Then they will do the
safe thing, even if they don't think about
safety.

Instructor Candidates for OEC and
S&T. Our instructor candidates are
moving smoothly through the new
mentoring system. Since there is no
time requirement, you can take as
much time as you need to complete the
certification. For those of you who are
“paturals” at instructing, you can be
certified in a lot less time. If you are
interested in becoming an instructor,
sign up for one of the upcoming
Instructor Development courses, and
get in touch with one of the instructors
or instructor trainers at your area.

Our Senior Emergency Management
Module (aka S.E.M.M., formerly
Senior OEC) was another great success
last season. The clinics and
evaluations were also full to the max.
Overall 32 candidates participated in
the evaluation, with an 81 percent pass

rate. Jeff Marks and his staff did an
excellent job in coordinating the
events. If you’re thinking of taking
that senior step for OEC, get started
early. Sign up for the clinic and
evaluation, and then practice, practice,
practice. We have several Senior
Trainer Evaluators for OEC throughout
the region that can help you prepare.
Why not get a few patrollers together
from your area and take that step. It’s
much more fun doing it as a group!

So what'’s in store for “03/04”?

Our season will start with the fall
refreshers. Check out the regional
calendar for refresher dates and
locations. As promised, there will be
more hands on for you to shake out
those cobwebs and get back into
patrolling. The study guide questions
are based on information from the 4"
edition OEC book. Didn’t get one yet?
What are you waiting for? This edition
has lots of new information, an
improvement in layout, and awesome
pictures and diagrams. The second
printing of the 4™ edition will be out
this fall. For the refresher, you need
your completed Study Guide, patrol
pack, and current OEC card in order
to register. If you do not have a
current OEC card, you must get in
touch with National and order a new
one. Send an email to mist@nsp.org
and they’ll tell you what you need to
do. Or pick up the phone and call them
at (303) 988-1111.

One thing you may not see this year at
the refreshers will be those refresher
slips. Greg Mohr, from Pocono

Ranchlands, has been diligently
working on a computer program to
allow for electronic registration at the
refreshers. With this program, your
patroller ID number will be entered
into a refresher database. At the
completion of all the refreshers, a list
will be generated on refresher
attendance. This list will be broken
down by patrol and submitted to each
patrol representative. From there, the
OEC Refresher Completion Roster will
be forwarded to National. This will
make the refresher registration and
course completion records more
streamlined and easier to manage for
both EPA Region and the national
office. The program is being tweaked
and should be up and running for this
fall. Greg, a huge thanks to you for all
your hard work on this project!

EPA IRV NAYLOR - PARTNERS IN INDUSTRY AWARD for 2003
George Hannon - 1t Assistant Regional Director

This regional award was created and
awarded in the fall of 2000 and is
named in the honor of Irv Naylor who
is the founder, principal owner and
President of Snow Time, Inc. This
corporation owns four ski areas/resorts
in the Eastern Division consisting of
Liberty Mountain (Ski Liberty), Ski
Roundtop, and the Whitetail Resort in
Pennsylvania and Ski Windham in
New York. The principles behind this
award have been accepted by Eastern
Division for other regions to create a
similar award.

The Irv Naylor Partners-in-Industry is
an annual Region award to Non-NSP
Recipients. It recognizes extraordinary
and outstanding service to the Ski
Industry and provides recognition of
individuals, organizations, businesses
and corporations that continuously
support skier safety and non-profit
activities of organizations. Such as
Special Olympics, junior and adult
racing clubs, ski club benefit events,
and NSP member patrols including
regional training & testing events. In
November, each of the four Sections in
EPA are permitted to present one
nomination in writing at the Annual
Outstanding Awards Selection
Committee meeting. The committee
consists of the Region Director, Four
Section Chiefs, 1% ARD, and the
Awards Program Coordinator.

Past recipients are: 2000, Irv Naylor;
2001, Gregg A. Confer; general
manager of EIk Mountain Ski Resort;
and 2002, Ray Tuthill, president and
owner of Blue Mountain Ski area.

For 2003, the award goes to..
Mountainside Ski & Sports, Inc.,
which is a family owned ski and sports
shop located in the Southwest Section.
Mountainside has been an active
supporter of the National Ski Patrol,
and it’s members for approximately 30
years. In addition, Mountainside has
consistently supported various other

non-profit and/or volunteer ski and
sports related groups and events. The
original Mountainside Ski & Sports
shop was established by G. R. and
Wanda Whitney. G. R. Whitney was
a former Patrol Leader of the Ski
Roundtop Patrol back in the sixties and
in the 2002-03 season, he retired as an
active patroller at the age of 81.
During the mid-'80s, son Dave
Whitney and his wife Patty assumed
ownership and management of the
shops which had been expanded to
include locations at Ski Roundtop, Ski
Liberty and the main location in
Mechanicsburg. Due to the ski areas
consolidating their customer-based
services, Mountainsides contracts with
area management were not renewed,
and Mountainside is now only located
in Mechanicsburg, Pa.

Mountainside began supporting the
Southwest Section’s Nordic patrol in
1985 as an active partner in their
consignment ski swap weekend held in
the fall. This rapidly grew into a large
annual fall weekend event that could
not be supported by the old Nordic
patrol’s limited membership and was
then transferred to the Ski Roundtop
Patrol. Over the years, this two-day
event has grown in size and manpower
requirements and continues to offer
members of the Ski Roundtop Patrol an
opportunity to raise needed funds for
the purchase of uniforms, equipment,
NSP educational materials and
supplies.

Mountainside’s support of ski and bike
related events have extended well
beyond support of the local ski patrols.
They have supported Pennsylvania
Special Olympics Area M’s Alpine
Skiing program and events, along with
many years of support for local ski
area Junior and Adult Alpine Racing
Club programs, and related
Pennsylvania Alpine Racing
Association events.

For the past seven years, Mountainside
has actively supported the Central
Pennsylvania Multiple Sclerosis
Society’s annual bike tour as a team
sponsor, along with supplying
mechanical support personnel from
their shop, including owner-operator
Dave Whitney.

Mountainside, under the leadership of
Dave and Patty Whitney, has offered
extraordinary services to patrollers and
PSIA Instructors at both ski areas.
These include not only professional
discounts, but other discounts on
clothing and services. Dave has often
been willing to take merchandise off
the shelf for a patroller at a discounted
price, and then restock from the
distributor. These services have been
greatly appreciated by the membership
the Ski Roundtop and Ski Liberty
patrols and others who have been
offered their services.

Dave Whitney and Mountainside Ski
& Sports have been very active in
community services related to the ski
industry over a period of 30 years.
Dave also coached the Ski Roundtop
Racing Team for several years in the
late '70s and early '80s. During this
time, the racing club sent a member to
the U.S. Junior Olympics.

Mountainside Ski & Sports’ broad-
based activities have served NSP, the
ski industry, and events at the local and
state alpine racing levels, as well as
mountain and road bike events. These
activities well qualify them as an
outstanding recipient of the 2003
Eastern Pennsylvania Annual Irv
Naylor Partners in Industry Award.
